1. Define/Describe the event or the following:

King William’s War; Schenectady; Queen Anne’s War; Events at Deerfield; King George’s War

2. As English colonial life grows in the 17th and 18th centuries, so does french colonization.  From the reading, please describe the difference between how the two European nations settled North America.

3. As France and England duke it out (fight) in Europe, these constant wars spread to the colonies.  Read about the different wars and describe the strategies both England and France used to fight.
4. Read the letter written in 1718 by Alexander Spotswood.  After reading the letter, describe what Mr. Spotswood says about French growth and what he thinks the British government should do about it.

5. Does England take Spotswoood’s advice?  Yes or No.

6. Read the letter by the French settler in Canada in 1750.  Describe the French reaction to England’s actions.
7. At the end of the French settler’s letter, what does he say is the importance of communication?
8. How did the French start to protect their lands in 1752 under command of Marquis Duquesne?

9. Why was Robert Dinwiddie opposed to Frances actions?

10. Using your historical imagination, write Robert Dinwiddie’s message, which young George Washington delivered, to Marquis Duquesne.  Make sure it explains Dinwiddie’s objection to building forts west of Virginia.
