John Rolfe and Tobacco

Using the story of John Rolfe and the expansion of tobacco production in Virginia, answer the following questions:
1) In the reading it states, “The Company expected the colonists to start industrial enterprises in Virginia that would return profits to the Company.”   Using your prior knowledge, what was the original plan on how to create wealth in Virginia? What was the product that ended up being successful? 
2) “Spain and Portugal monopolized the European tobacco trade…”  What do you think monopolized means? (You may use other sources to define)
3) The statement from Ralph Hamor, the Secretary of Virginia, “I may not forget the gentleman worthie of much commendations…”  Is this a primary or a secondary source?
4) Using that same statement by Ralph Hamor, what was meant by, “…and partly to raise commodity to the adventurers…”? (Define commodity first to understand) 
5) Comparing any prior knowledge of Pocahontas with the reading, how are the two stories different?  How are they the same? (You can create a small Venn-diagram to answer)
6) In the reading it states, “Rolfe was a pious man who agonized for many weeks over the decision to marry a "heathen."”  Focusing on the words pious and heathen, what does this statement means?
7) The wedding of John Rolfe and Pocahontas impacted both the colonist and the surrounding native communities.  What were the positive or negative impacts for the colonist and the natives?
8) “Upon Rolfe's return to Virginia, he assumed more prominence in the colony. He became a councilor and sat as a member of the House of Burgesses.”  Using your textbook, what was the House of Burgesses?
