¥ A HE a1 paft , we hadadvice from Plymouth,
That King Philip , the Iadian sagamore of
thofe parts , kad raifed aboutr Six hundred
Men in Arms, and that he was retired wich
being a Promontory of Land called by the Englifh
Aounthope, about Fifty four miles from hence , being
Fourceen miles in length 5 and Fifty in breadth, the
puints or farchelt pare of che faid Land, reaching within
amile or two from Rbodes 1fland,and is near as far from
Plymoutk, as from hences  The reafon of his taking up
Arms, we know noc 3 only he hath always been of a
fubtile and mutinous temper, and feveral months fince ,
fome of his Imdians killed another Indian which had
been faichful and ferviceable to the Englifh 5 for which
two of thiem were tryed; condemned, and executed : and
King Philip him[elf being deemed acceffary, was likewife
tryed, but acquitced, which probably may have incenfed
him.

The 23, they of Plymouth fenttous for Aid, and let
us underiland, chac chey had ficted out 150 Men in Arms
10 go againft the Indians ; upon which, a Council was
called, three Deputies were fent from hence to che fiid
King Philip, to endeavor_to (omPafc matters ; and at
the %am timeyanothey was fenc to aradjaccnt peccy King
at Fare-town, to warn him not to affitt King Pbilip,

The 245 we heard that the Indians had killed an
Enzlifbman;and had plundered (everal Farms and Farm-
houles.

The 2§, we heard of farther damage done to the

Englifb inbody and goods, and that the Indians did in-
creafe, and had offered battel to thofc of Plymouth; buc
that they would not hazard ictill they received affiftance
from hence.
. The26,in ¢ morning,we fent out about 100 Horfe,
and asmany Foor, with four Field-picces ; and our De-
puries returned,not having been able to effe@ any thing ,
for King Philip would not fpeak with them; in their jour-
mey they had feen lying the bodies of feveral Englifh
“withour heads; who had been murthered by cthe Indians »
‘upon which, we beat for Voluntiers, and thac night120
marched our, under command of Caprain Mol[cy.

The 27, we had ‘advice, That 16 Eaglifh were killed
in skirmifhing and > Indians j and thac the Englifb ha-
‘ving fenr 30 Ho'r(g, with a Cart, ta fetrch Provifions
from Swar[cy,a Town not far from Plymouth, they had

‘been all cucoff; and that 14 houfes belonging to the
Englifh near Swanfey, had been burns, which puc us up-
‘en raifing a gréacer Force, - )

3 The 28, we wereiaformedsthat they of Plymouth had
300 Men in Arms. and that thofe fent from hence, were

that they of Rhodes Ifland, bad fenc out 100 Men well
armed. It was prohibited to expore any Provifions ouc
of this Colony.

The 31, we fent feveral Hand-Granadoes to our For-
ces, and heard that an Indian Spy had been executed at
Plymouth.

The 3 inftant, we had a Meffenger from Mounthope,
who told us the Englifb were got to the fartheft point of
the faid Land ; Thac they fuppofed King Philip was
gone off from thence, having only fcen ten Indizzs to-
gether, of whom they killed four 5 they found 6 Englifh
heads, and twice as many Hands, being of thofe the In—
dians had murthered ; That day ic wasproclaimed death
for any Englifh o fell Arms or Ammunition to the In-
dizns. . We alfo fent a party of Horfe to demand the
Arms of anocher neighbouring pecty King , whom we
fufpected 5 whichif he refufes to deliver, our Forces are
to fall upon him 5 the Land we have already gained en
the faid Promontory, is worth 10 coo L.

The 4, we kad another Meflenger from Mounthope
which gave an account of one of our Men killed , and
three or four wounded 5 and that the Englifb bad raken
aHotfe, which (" by the Furniture ) is fuppofed to be

This day we had a farcher account from Mounthope ,
That the Erglifhcannot tell where to find the Indiuns,
having fearchedall that Promontory; and that they in-
tended to go Weftward to look after them, for~ we fear
they may greatly annoy our Plantations, This day like~
wife 60 Indians of thofe that are priviledged,and ranghe
the Scriptures, came to Town, being armed under an
Englifh Commander ; cheyleft their Wives and Chil-
dren here, as Hoftages, and are marched to our Camp :
A fmall party of Horfe was likewife fent to Plymouth,
for the guard of the Governor there.

Portfmouth, Aug.17. Some daysfince came to an
anchor” off of St. Helens, about 40 Dutch Merchanc-
men, with a Convoy of feven Men of War , outward
bound. On Saturday laft we had a moft terrible torm,
which forced all the faid thips {rom their anchor:, which
they left behind chem, and got out to Sea. Two French
Men of War arecome to Cowes, where they are now at
2nchor.
