Background:
What happens daily in the world in the 21st century is relevant to our everyday lives.  We currently live in what is known as globalization, or the idea that world economic, political, social and cultural factors play a role in our own communities by creating a single market place (a market is where buyers and sellers come together).

Assignment:
Due every Friday (except if we do not have school), students will complete current event type work.  Students will gather and interpret a media story of national or international (global) interest.  Students can find their media stories by watching TV, listening to the radio, reading the newspaper (preferred method), a periodical, or browse the Internet.  Please exclude sport scores, lifestyle/entertainment news (unless relevant), and no dog bites man – man bites dog stories, etc.
Instructions:
Follow the guidelines in completing the assignment:
· Include a proper heading including name, date and period # in the top right corner
· Have your own title for the story.  Your title should show interpretation of the news story.
· What is the main idea of the news story
· A one paragraph minimum summary of the story
· Does this story relate to a economic, political, or social/cultural issue
· Include a brief explanation how it relates
· How may this story effect or impact your local community
· This may include the county of Broward, city of Weston, your home, your school, etc.
Rubric: Graded out of 10 points max.
· Proper heading – 1 pt
· Proper Title – 1 pt
· Main idea – 2 pt
· Summary – 2 pt
· Relation to economic, political, or social cultural issue – 2 pt
· Impact on local community – 2pt
