The Insurrection Begins through Primary Documents
The focus of the following assignment is to strengthen the skills and process needed in reading and comprehending primary source documents.  These documents focus on the uprising of the colonies during the 1774 – 1775 period following the First Continental Congress.
Follow the instructions for the following documents:

Documents: 

· Henry Longfellow’s Paul Revere’s Ride, c. 1860
· Paul Revere’s Account of his Midnight Ride, c. 1775

Instructions: Read and Compare both stories referring to the Midnight Ride of Paul Revere. List at least three differences about the events of the story being told.  For each difference, supply the quote (evidence) from each of the stories to support your response.

Document:

· Charles Thomson Letter to George Washington, c.1775

Instructions: Read Charles Thomson’s letter to George Washington after his appointment to the Continental Militia.  List at least five things that the letter authorizes, request, or orders Washington to do.

Document:

· Declaration of the Causes and Necessity of Taking Up Arms, c.1775
Instructions: Read the Declaration of the Causes and Necessity of Taking Up Arms.  First, please describe what the document is about.  Second, list at least 10 arguments the document makes referring to the causes of the document (in other words, what is the argument being made?)
