Complete the work in the order given using the Transatlantic Encounters reading as well as the other sources that you will be directed to use.  Your first step is to read the handout fully or by section before answering the questions:
1) List all the prior knowledge (what you already know) that you have about Christopher Columbus.

2) According to the reading, what do we want to know about Columbus’s voyages to the America’s and why does this matter?

3) Focusing on A Personal Voice – Christopher Columbus, what was Christopher Columbus originally in search of?
4) Define Colonization:

5) According to the reading, Columbus Crosses the Atlantic, what evidence is there that Columbus had no intent (plans) on colonizing new lands during his first voyage.

6) According to the reading, how does Columbus describe the Taino people?
7) According to the reading in First Encounters, “Columbus offered an assessment of the Taino that had dark implications for the future”.  Using Columbus’s words quoted from Columbus: The Great Adventure, what does “…dark implications for the future” mean?

8) Using the reading and self-knowledge, what does Gold, Land, and Religion (Gold, God, and Glory), mean?
9) According to the reading, under Spanish Footholds, Columbus is referred to “…no longer an explorer but an empire builder.”  Use evidence from the reading to explain what this means.
10) According to the reading, the Vikings of Europe established colonies in the Americas almost 450 years before Christopher Columbus is even born.  Why do you think it is Columbus that is credited with the discovery of the America’s for Europe?

11) Using the reading, explain the European plan for colonizing the America’s.  Use evidence from the reading in your answer.
12) According to the reading, list the different reasons for the growth of the African slave trade in the America’s.
13) According to the reading, explain the impact of Native American deaths on Africa? 

14) Using the reading, define the Columbian Exchange.

15) On the last page of the reading there are three questions, Developing Historical Perspective, Summarizing, and Analyzing Effects.  Using evidence from the reading, answer all three questions.  Show your evidence.
